Searching for the Giant Squid
No one has ever seen a giant squid in its natural habitat, which is 300 m to 1500 m bellow the ocean´s surface. Nor has any live, healthy giant squid been kept in an aquarium or research facility to be studied by scientists.  The only live specimens of giant squid available for study have been those that washed up on beaches or were brought up in deep-sea commercial fishing nets. These squids have been sick and unsuitable for study.
In the late 1500s, accounts were written about several large sea creatures stranded on Norwegian shores. It was not until 1854 that scientists concluded that these creatures were giant squid. In the late 1800s, a dead giant squid caught by commercial fishers in Newfoundland became the first specimen available for study. The one-metric-ton giant squid at left was netted at a depth of 425 m in the waters off New Zealand.
